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Illinois wants to lead field of terrorism prevention

Chicago's efforts to become a major high-tech center have waned, but state leaders remain eager to corner the
market in another fast-emerging, technology-focused field: terrorism prevention.

The state launched a new Homeland Security Market Development Bureau in May and has begun a series of forums
to woo companies in the industry, which included a session on food safety Monday in Burr Ridge.

But the push comes as Congress is beginning to more closely scrutinize $36 billion in security spending, and when
the Department of Homeland Security is starting to cut back in certain areas.

Still, state leaders are optimistic they can make Illinois a national center for security specialists by offering a range
of financial incentives and grants for consulting, manufacturing and technology companies supplying defense
devices and security advice."This is the first forum I've seen like this," said David Park, president of Virginia-based
Food-Defense LLC and a security and biodefense specialist with Argonne National Laboratory. "I don't think
anybody else is doing this, trying to bring the industry together in one place."

Representative of several companies said there is growing demand for security services, including better-trained
personnel who can report suspicious activity in a useful way for investigators, and improved sources of intelligence.

Richard Ryan, corporate security assistant deputy director for Archer Daniels Midland Co., had a shopping list of
needs for his company.

ADM desperately wants to find affordable software and detection technology that could be easily integrated into its
production process to help spot potential tampering, said Ryan.

He also is looking for a new cargo security setup that could detail what occurred if someone tampers with rail and
sea shipments.

With companies like ADM and states across the nation continuing efforts to shore up defenses in the aftermath of
the Sept. 11 terrorist attacks, demand is there for services. The state's new bureau, part of the Illinois Department of
Commerce and Economic Opportunity, also is looking to capitalize on Department of Homeland Security funding.

But Homeland Security is reducing expenditures, and Illinois will feel the effects. After seeing spending rise in
previous years, the state's funds from Homeland Security will fall by 10 percent, to $103 million.
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"The spending cuts could not have come at a worst time," said Don Kauerauf, a bioterrorism coordinator at the
Illinois Emergency Management Agency. "There is so much work still to be done."

Kauerauf illustrated his point by highlighting a survey the Illinois Terrorism Task Force undertook last year of 30
independent food companies in the state. Despite the fact that 80 percent of the businesses appeared to have an
individual with responsibility for food security, not one operation had a food security plan designed to limit
problems relating to terrorism, he said
